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Prince Hilarion: I can’t wait to go out tomorrow and start the search for my true love! I don’t know how
I’ll get any sleep tonight. But I must try. Perhaps I’ll dream of her… [He exits.]

Scene 7 – The next day in the town square. The chorus, Edith, Kate, Dame Carruthers and Sgt. Meryll are
standing in line waiting for the women to try on the shoe.

Sgt. Meryll: [To Dame Carruthers] Don’t you think Cinderella should be here, too? The King did say that
he wanted all the single women of the kingdom to try on the shoe and she is a single young lady after
all.

Dame Carruthers: No! No! I don’t think it’s necessary. She wasn’t there so what does it matter? It
couldn’t possibly have been her. You saw the woman. She was beautiful and obviously very rich. There’s
no way Cinderella could have afforded that dress and even if she could, she didn’t have enough time to
get herself cleaned up to go.

Sgt. Meryll: I don’t know, darling, I think if the King commands it we should do as he says.

Dame Carruthers: Well the King doesn’t even know she exists so what the King doesn’t know won’t hurt
him.

[Luiz, the King, Queen and Prince enter and go to the front of the line.]

King: Thank you, all, for being here as I’ve asked. As you can all imagine, the Prince was very distressed
last night and we are very eager to find the owner of this slipper so we appreciate your compliance and
your punctuality. Luiz, you may proceed.

Luiz: [Bows.] Of course, your Highness. Ladies, please approach one at a time to try on the slipper.

[Dame Carruthers, Edith, Kate, and Sgt. Meryll are at the front of the line so they step forward.]

Dame Carruthers: Your Highness, please allow me to present my daughters Kate and Edith.

Luiz: Miss [indicating to Edith],

Edith: Edith

Luiz: Miss Edith, please step forward to try on the shoe.

[Edith steps forward and does everything she can to try to get the shoe to fit but it doesn’t.]

Luiz: It doesn’t fit. It’s too [big or small depending on the actress’ foot].

Edith: It isn’t! It fits perfectly! [Attempts to walk in it but it obviously doesn’t fit.]

Luiz: Nice try. Next. Miss [indicating to Kate}

Kate: Kate
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Luiz: Miss Kate, please step forward to try on the shoe.

[Kate steps forward and does everything she can to try to get the shoe to fit but it doesn’t.]

Luiz: It doesn’t fit her either. It’s too [big or small depending on the actress’ foot].

Kate: It does fit! Look! [Attempts to walk in it but it obviously doesn’t fit.]

Luiz: I don’t think so. [To Dame Carruthers] Are these all the single women in your household?

Dame Carruthers: Yes, of course.

[Sgt. Meryll coughs and shakes his head while Kate and Edith exchange a look. Luiz sees this.]

Luiz: Are you quite sure? Your family members are indicating otherwise.
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
